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AERB SEALS NUCLEAR MEDICINE FACILITY OWING TO
CERTAIN REGULATORY VIOLATIONS
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AERB conducted a surprise regulatory inspection of a Nuclear Medicine facility having PET-CT
equipment in Vashi, Navi Mumbai, on May 7, 2024. AERB observed certain violations of regulatory
requirements, as stipulated in AERB Nuclear Medicine Safety Code [AERB/RF-MED/SC-2 (Rev.2)] and
the provisions of Atomic Energy (Radiation Protection) Rules, 2004.
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In view of this, AERB SEALED the PET-CT facility after due approval from the Competent Authority.
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
